Apologies
1. 對 不 起
duì bù qǐ: appropriate way to apologize for actions that show disrespect towards another, including: 

· physical actions: bumping into someone, stepping on someone’s foot
· inappropriate behavior: interrupting someone

· imperfect perfornamence: work done poorly, poorly spoken language

Example: 

對 不 起 我 的 中文 不 好
Duì bù qǐ. Wǒ de Zhōng​wén bù hǎo. (I’m sorry. My Chinese is not good.) 

To reply to duì bù qǐ you can say: 

沒  關係 

méi guān​xì   (it’s not important)

2. 不

bù hǎo yì​si: acknowledges embarrassment. Commonly used when you need to refuse someone. 

Example: Bu hao yisi. I can’t come with you to the party. 

3. 辛苦 你
xīn​kǔ nǐ
(Thanks for your trouble. That sounds hard/exhausting! Rough!) 

Expressing sympathy: To acknowledge a bad situation another is experiencing. 

Example: I am so tired from my football game. 

Response: xīn​kǔ nǐ.
