A. CLASS DESCRIPTION

Introduction to Foreign Language and Student Success is a semester long class for 7th grade students or any student who has not decided what language they would like to study in detail.  Students will spend four weeks in each of Chinese, French, German and Spanish.  Students will learn vocabulary and culture in each language.  Students will be able to introduce themselves and learn about food and family vocabulary.  
B. EXPECTATIONS

Learning any language requires an honest effort and lots of practice.  Students must be willing to participate in class and not be afraid of making mistakes.  Students should come to class ready to work. This includes having your notebook, paper, pen and your student planner. Most importantly, be ready to have fun!  

C. HOMEWORK

Students are expected to spend ten minutes every night; this includes B days when the student does not have the class.  Students should review what we did in class, even if they do not have a concrete homework assignment.  Class time is too short to achieve proficiency. One major homework assignment in each class will be a picture dictionary.
D. CURRICULUM
There is not a textbook for this class.  Each teacher has a classroom set of books we will use in class in the respective languages.  Students will have to keep organized notes and their picture dictionary will become their textbook.  
E. ACADEMIC GRADING PROCEDURE

Students will be graded on their ability to listen, read, and speak the material covered at a novice level.  Each term the grade will be assessed as follows:

1.  Quizzes – usually announced, usually on vocabulary. 
2.  Written Tests – matching, fill-in-the-blank, and translations. 

3.  Speaking/ listening activity – one-on-one with the professor, not more that 2 minutes. 
4.  Homework- worksheets or activities about introductions, family or food  

5.  Picture dictionary

Computers are available in the guidance center if you do not have one available. You are always welcome to contact us at the school or email if you have questions.  Thanks for your help and letting us have the opportunity to work with your student


Students will also receive a list of Learning Targets each term.  Look for these from each of your teachers.  They list the essential skills and knowledge the students should obtain.  Many are listed as “I can” statements.  By frequently reviewing these learning targets students can be sure they are mastering the correct material.
